We have audited the financial statements of the British Institute of Radiology for the year ended 31 
December 2008 which comprise the Statement of Financial Activities, the Balance Sheet and the related 
notes. These financial statements have been prepared under the accounting policies set out therein.

This report is made solely to the charity’s trustees, as a body, in accordance with the regulations made 
under the Charities Act 1993. Our audit work has been undertaken so that we might state to the 
charity’s trustees those matters we are required to state to them in an auditor’s report and for no other 
purpose.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, we do not accept or assume responsibility to anyone 
other than the charity and the charity’s trustees as a body, for our audit work, for this report, or for 
the opinions we have formed.

Respective responsibilities of trustees and auditors
As described in the Statement of Trustees’ responsibilities the charity’s trustees are responsible for the 
preparation of the financial statements in accordance with applicable law and United Kingdom Accounting 
Standards (United Kingdom Generally Accepted Accounting Practice).

We have been appointed as auditors under section 43 of the Charities Act 1993 and report in accordance 
with regulations made under section 44 of that Act. Our responsibility is to audit the financial statements 
in accordance with relevant legal and regulatory requirements and International Standards on Auditing (UK 
and Ireland).

We report to you our opinion as to whether the financial statements give a true and fair view and are 
properly prepared in accordance with the Charities Act 1993. We also report to you if, in our opinion, 
the Trustees’ Report is not consistent with the financial statements, if the charity has not kept proper 
accounting records, if we have not received all the information and explanations we require for our audit.

We read the Trustees’ Report and consider the implications for our report if we become aware of any 
apparent misstatements within it.

The retrodigitisation of all back 
volumes of the BJR right back to the first issue of the The Archives of Clinical Skiagraphy in 1897 started in 2008 and 
will continue into 2009.The IT hardware and software expenditure is for a new membership and events system to be 
introduced in 2009.

19.     REGIONAL BRANCHES

Following the changes in the administration of the regional branch activity, the Trustees are of the view that this activity is 
both controlled by the BIR and of sufficient materiality to warrant inclusion in the BIR financial statements. Accordingly the 
income and expenditure associated with branch meetings has been included within these accounts and separately disclosed 
in the Statement of Financial Activities. The branches will transfer their cash balances to be centrally held by the BIR and these 
balances will be treated as restricted funds.

20.    RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

 The charity is a co-director and member of Radiology and Oncology Congresses (ROC), a charity registered in England 
and Wales no.4075344, and a co-director of its subsidiary company, ROC Exhibitions and Meetings Limited (ROCME). 
Under contractual arrangements relating to the UK Radiological Congress (UKRC) with both ROC and ROCME, the 
British Institute of Radiology charged fees to them of £121,003 and £55,163, respectively, giving the aggregate figure of 
£176,166 related to UKRC, which is disclosed in note 3. 

  During the year, the BIR received £3,000 from the United Kingdom Radiation Oncology (UKRO), which is a part of the 
UKRC (also disclosed in note 3). In total, this left a balance of £49,573 outstanding and due from the UKRC; however, 
in view of the age of this debt, the BIR considers it prudent to make a provision for bad debt for this amount. A further 
£44,000 has been accrued in respect of work undertaken for UKRC 2009.There was a balance of £72,635 from ROC 
and ROCME which has been paid after year end.

The Barclay Medal and the Barclay Prize

Founded in 1952 in memory of Dr Alfred Ernest Barclay, who by his will bequeathed to the Institute a legacy 

for the general purposes of the British Journal of Radiology. The Barclay Medal is awarded annually to the 

person, whether a member of the Institute or not,  whose contribution to the BJR over a period of years has 

been of special merit, contributing materially to the science and practice of radiology. The Barclay Prize is 

awarded annually to a Member, or a team of workers including a Member, whose contribution to the Journal 

has been of special merit. The subject of the contribution must have been diagnostic radiology, which includes 

the clinical or experimental aspects, or physics relating thereto.

The Röntgen Prize

Founded in 1924, in memory of Professor WC Rontgen, this prize is awarded annually to a Member or team 

of workers, including a member , whose contribution to the British Journal of Radiology has been of special 

merit. The subject of the contribution must be related to radiotherapy, radiobiology or physics.

Founded in 1918 in memory of Professor Silvanus P Thompson, the first President of the Rontgen Society, this 

lecture has since 1940 been delivered by a non-medical lecturer.

The Mackenzie Davidson Memorial Lecture

Founded in1920 in memory of Sir James Mackenzie Davidson, a pioneer in British Radiology, nominations 

are sought from a medical lecturer as since 1940 the lecture has usually been delivered by a medical lecturer.

In 2008, the lecture was given at the President’s Inauguration in September by Dr Dow-mu Koh.
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The Agfa Mayneord Memorial Lecture

Founded in 1984 in memory of Professor VM Mayneord, CBE, FRS, Past President and Honorary Fellow of the BIR.

The lecture is given annually at the annual UKRC congress.

The 2008 lecture was delivered by Professor Graeme Bydder.

The Sir Godfrey Hounsfield Lecture

Established in 1997 in honour of Sir Godfrey Hounsfield and his pioneering work in computed tomography, 

this lecture was initially endowed by Miss Marion Frank OBE, and subsequently funded by a bequest from Sir 

Godfrey Hounsfield’s estate. Applications are invited from BIR members of any age and discipline. The lecture 

carries a stipend of £1000. The subject of the lecture should be an account  of a major recent advance in 

radiology and its allied sciences.

In 2008, the lecture was given by Dr Stephen Golding at the Inaugural meeting of the North of England Branch 

of the BIR.

The Stanley Melville Award

Founded in memory of Dr Stanley Melville, the award is intended to enable a Member to visit an Institution or 

Clinic abroad.

No award was made in 2008.

The GE Healthcare Fellowship

This fellowship was founded in 1999 and is generously funded by GE Healthcare. It provides a maximum 

of £5000 to enable a Member who is a scientist, technician, radiographer, radiologist, or nuclear medicine 

physician to visit one or more centres abroad. Areas of interest would include development in nuclear medicine 

or new techniques involving X-ray, MRI CT or ultrasound.

No award was made in 2008.

A £1000 travel bursary for a medical student was given to Dr Harriet Farish of Nottingham to enable her to 

proceed with her elective studies in Sydney, Australia in 2009. A significant component of her studies will 

include imaging, specifically ultrasound and X-ray.
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The Philips Nuclear Medicine Travel Fellowship

Generously funded by Philips Medical Systems, this award is intended to sponsor a visit by a  Member to one or 

more centres abroad to learn a new technique, or to attend a major conference where other funding for this 

is not available. The Travel Fellowship is aimed at people working in any disciplines within nuclear medicine.

The 2008 award was made to Dr Thakor of Cambridge. Dr Thakor will travel to Stanford USA. 

Nic McNally Prize for Cancer Research

This award is open to all young scientists aged 35 and under to travel to a scientific conference or meeting. It 

is awarded for original work in cancer biology or radiation biology. The winner of the award should submit a 

report on the conference visited. It is judged by the Radiation and Cancer Biology Committee.

The award was given to Dr Ester Hammond of Oxford University who gave a lecture on “Hypoxia induced 

sigalling to the DNA damage response pathways” at the meeting “The Tumour Microenvironment: Its Impact 

on Treatment Response” on 26 November 2008.

Leonard Levy Memorial Prize

This award is to the best proffered paper by a BIR member under 40 years of age and is judged by a panel at 

UKRC.

Flude Memorial Prize

This award is for BIR members who have conducted research that has significantly advanced the science and 

practice of radiology. It is judged by Council.
